Thank you for your interest in Yuma Lutheran School. The following information 
will assist you in completing the application process. 

To complete the online application you will need to have the following: 
• Digital copy of Students Birth Certificate 
• Digital copy of the most recent report card (grades 1-8) 
• IEP to upload (if applicable) 
• Please have the name and email address of current teacher so that a recommendation form can be sent 

(grades 5-8) (for potential new, incoming students) 
• There is a non-refundable $25 application fee 

The administrative team will begin reviewing completed applications on March 23, 2026. 
Students that are being invited to enroll will be notified beginning Monday, April 13, 2026. 
• Parents will be contacted via email when selections have been made, so please make sure your emails are 

accurate when entering them in the online application. 
• If your student has been selected, you will have 2 WEEKS to enroll your student. This includes an enrollment 

application and a non-refundable $250 registration fee. 
• If you choose to decline your students' seat, we would appreciate a call or an email; however, allowing the 

above time frame to lapse without any communication will be an indication to us that you have turned down 
your student's selection to Yuma Lutheran School. 

• Students not selected that day will be placed on a waitlist that will be evaluated if and when we have an 
open spot in the class. 

Age Requirements for Preschool and Kindergarten 
Arizona state law requires a child must be 5 years of age before September 1 of the school year for which they 
are enrolling. Students entering Pre-K must be 4 years of age before September 1. 

Evaluation Requirements 
All new students to YLS applying for admissions to Pre-Kindergarten through 8th grades will take a readiness 
assessment to determine current academic levels. These tests will be scheduled after we receive your completed 
application.

Parents will not be billed for students arriving after 8:00

REGISTRATION

important information in case of an emergency.
